Thornton’s district was a very large oue, exteuding from
Todmorden to Thornhill (mzin liue), and the Bradford,
Lieeds, Cleckheaton, Meltham, Holmbrth, and Penistone
branches. .1t is stated that thore cre very few engine-
drivers in the Yorkshire district of the Lancashire and
Yorkshire Railway who have not been under the direct
training and supervision of Mr. Thornton.
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
